 Goal #2: To improve the user experience, particularly for “less experienced 
users,” and to update the UI to current industry standards.

 Design done by Atomic Object, which has extensive UX expertise, and has 
worked on the USP-NF Online since 2017.

 Inputs included:

– Almost 4 years of feedback from users, including emails with comments, 
suggestions, and complaints from users in many different roles from a wide range of 
companies inside and outside the US

– Analysis of navigation and usage patterns from the Nabu platform

– Multiple surveys, with responses from >2500 individuals

– Focus groups and one-on-one “live usage” interviews from more than 30 users
